Owner's Manual

Before beginning constructicon, check local building codes regarding footings, loca-
tion and other requirements. Study and understand this owner's manual.
Impertant information and helpful tips will make your construction easier and more enjoyable.

Assembly Instructions: instructions are supplied in this manual and contain ali appro-
priate information for your model. Review all instructions before you begin, and during
assembly, foliow the step sequence carefully for correct results.

Foundation and Anchoring: Your patio cover/carport must be anchored to prevent
wind damage. A foundation is also necessary as a base in order to construct a square and
levet unit. Anchoring and foundation materials are not included with your unit. Your assembly
instructions provide information on a few methods commoniy used to secure and level a

patio cover/carport.

Parts and Parts List: Check tc be sure that you have all the necessary parts for your
unit.

All part numbers can be found on the parts. Ali of these numbers (before the -) must agree with the
numbers on the parts list.

*If you find that a part is missing, include the mode! number of your patio cover/carport and contact:

*Separate contents of the carton by the part number while reviewing parts list.

*Familiarize yourself with the hardware and fasteners for easier use during construction. These are
packaged within the carton. Note that extra fasteners have been supplied for your convenience.
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Watch the Weather: Be sure the day you select to install your unit is dry and calm. Do
not attempt to assemble your unit on a windy day. Be careful on wet or muddy ground.

Teamwork: Two or more people should work together to assemble your unit One person
can position parts or panels whiie the other is able to handle the fasteners and the toois.

Tools and Materials: These are some basic tools and materiais you will need for the
construction of your unit. Decide which method of anchoring and the type of foundation you
wish to use in order to form a compilete list of the materials you will need.

Selecting and Preparing Your Site: Before assembly, you will want to decide ori a
location for your unit. The best location is a level area with good drainage.
-Ailow enough working space for ease of moving parts into position during assembly.
*Before you begin the first steps in assembling your parts, a foundation should be constructed and
an anchoring system should be ready to use.
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Safety precautions are important to follow throughout the construction of your patio cover/carport.

-Care must be taken when handling various
pieces of your unit since some contain sharp
edges. Piease wear work gloves, eye protec-
tion and long sleeves when assembiing or
performing any maintenance on your unit.

Do not attempt to assembie the unit on a
windy day, because the large panels acting as
a "sall®, can be whipped about by the wind
making construction difficuit and unsafe.

Finish: Foriong lasting finish, periodically clean and wax the exterior surface. Touch-up
scratches as soon as you notice them on your unit. Immediately clean the area with a wire
orush: wasn it and apply touch-up paint per manufacturer's recommendation.

Roof: Keep roof clear of leaves and snow with long handled, soft-bristled broom. Heavy
amounts of snow on rocf may damage the unit, making it unsafe.

Fasteners: Reguiarly check your unitfor lonse screws, bolts, nuts, etc. and retighten them
as necessary.

Other Tips....

- Wash off inked part numbers on coated panels with soap and water.

The Foundation For Your Patio Cover/Carport

Note: Before heginning construction, check locai bullding codes regarding footings, location and other requirements,

REQUIRED: Concrete Footings
All concrete minimum 2500 P.S.1.

Footing Bearlng Is based on soil pressures not to exceed 1,000 PS.F.,

Footing Depth to extend to below frost line but not less than 127,

Whether or not a concrete slab is used, the posts must be anchored in footings.

To locate footing, follow diagram beiow. Dig footing the minimum dimensions shown. Be sure footings are level with each other,
but offset for 2 1/2" slope from rear to front. See Step 3.

Dimensions may vary depending on your soil conditions, consult focal codes for foating requirements.

Using 3/4" thick boards, frame footings. The board height wili be the height required to make sure the footings and concrete slab
(# used} are level with each other. Pour concrete in pre-focting. The remainder of concrete will be poured after the construction

of your unit. Allow concrete to cure 24 hours before procesding.
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OPTIONAL: Concrete Slab to be poured after construction of your unit.
All concrete minimum 2500 P, S, 1.

The slab should be at least 4* thick. It must be level and flat.

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Check to be sure front facia and rear
facia are still square. Level each
post. Stand at one end and visually
check the alignment of the post. Cnce
ali posis are aligned, mark fastener
location using holes in bottom flanges
of anchor bracket as a guide.

Using a masonary bit, drill holes to fit
masonary fasteners (not provided).
Attach bottom flanges of anchor
bracket to pre-footing, using instruc-
tions packed with mascnary fasten-
ers.

Masonary Anchors
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If the locality where you have in-
stalled the patio cover/carport could
benefit from a guttering system, we
recommend the following list of ma-
terials, (not included).

@ Two 10' gutters with splice
or

® One 20' gutter
® One downspout
©® Orne outlet
® One right & One ieft end cap
® Sealant
& Nine hidden hangers

with nine 1 1/2° bolts and nuts
& Three standard elbows

@ Two bands
with four sheetl metal screws

SOME FACTS ABOUT RUST

Rusting 1s a natural oxidizing process that occurs
when bare metal is exposed to moisture. Probiem
areas inciude screw holes, unfinished edges, or
where scrapes and nicks occur in the protective
coating through normal assembiy, handling and
use. ldentifying these natural rusting probiem areas
and taking some simple rust protection precautions
r=n hein ta gtop rust from developing, or stop #
quickly as socon as it appears.

1. Avoid nicking or scraping the coatling surface,
inside and out.

2. Use ail the washers supplied.

3. Keep roof, base perimeter and door tracks free of

debrig and leaves.

4. Touch up scrapes or nicks and any area of visible

rust as soon as possible.

1. Avoid nicking or scraping the coating surface,
inside and out.

2. Keep roof and post perimeter free of debris and
leaves which may accumuiate and retain moisture.
These can do double damage since they give off
acid as they decay.

3. Touch up scrapes or nicks and any area ot visible
rust as soon as possibie. Make sure the surafce is
free of moisture, oils, dirt or grime and then apply an
even film of high quality touch-up paint.
